CONCERNS ABOUT TAPING & TIME TAKEN BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
Motion by Dave, second by Marita, that video taping of board meetings shall not be allowed from this date forward.  Carried unanimously.
Motion by Dave, seconded by Marita, that comments from the public shall, from this date forward, be limited to five minutes per person per meeting, unless the board decides the issue raised merits additional time.  Carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Dave K. presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Marita asked David N. approximately what revenue for the General Fund is generated from the trash service.  He answered it was about $1,300/month.  Harold G. asked if the district had a capital reserve fund.  Marita responded that the district has maintained a sewer self-insurance fund, a water replacement fund, and a trash truck replacement fund has just been started. OLD BUSINESS

SEWER – David N. reported another pump went bad and had to be replaced.

ROAD – No report back from City of Eskridge concerning road repairs from main entrance to beyond North Shore Restaurant.  Some discussion concerning the wording of Resolution # 33.  Dave K. noted the way resolution is written it can be interpreted two different ways.  Sam Elliott expressed opinion that LWID should not pay for road surfacing outside the LWID boundaries.  Marita said Paul had spoken to Eskridge city council and it was unknown what was discussed.  No action taken.
WATER – LWID sold 633,570 gallons in July.  Loss was 19,630 gallons – 3% loss.

RESOLUTION NO. 09-102

A resolution amending Resolution No.46, Section 4, of the Lake Wabaunsee Improvement District, Wabaunsee County, Kansas, regarding monthly fees for the water distribution system at Lake Wabaunsee Improvement District; and declaring the availability and cost benefit units to future patrons of the system, was presented by Marita and she moved the adoption of same. Seconded by Dave K.  Carried unanimously.
David N. reported a new laptop computer has been purchased and installed by The Computer Guy, Eskridge.  It has been configured to work with existing software.  The old computer will be used for billing only from this point forward.
